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Youth Day Planned at Home Textile Tool Museum
June 21, 2010, Orwell PA- Calling all kids! Youth Day at Home Textile Tool Musuem promises a full day of planned activities to keep you busy and having fun.
On Friday, July 3 at the museum just off Rte. 187 in Orwell, it’s all about the younger crowd. Kids will have the opportunity for some hands-on experience with a variety of textile procedures.
Among the line-up of activities, Shepherdess/storyteller, Joy McCracken, will involve the children in old time techniques of wool carding and spinning on a spinning wheel. They will learn to spin with a hand spindle and take home what they’ve created. The children will also have the chance to put some yarn samples into dyepots to color them red or blue. Those attending can try their hand at felting a necklace, and everyone will be able to participate in tyeing a quilt-special frame for a children’s quilt.
Youth Day will take place from 10 a.m.-4 p.m. Children and youth up to age 16 are admitted free with a paying adult. A donation of $5 for adults and those over age 16 will be accepted.
The Home Textile Tool Museum is like no other museum. Not only can you see old spinning wheels, looms and tools of early America being used as they were 150 years ago, you can touch, and even try using them yourself (under safe and friendly supervision).

All aspects of home textile production are shown and/or demonstrated during the museum’s open season, including flax and wool spinning, plain and overshot weaving, flax growing and preparation, keeping sheep, and natural dyeing.
